	Ysgol Llwyn yr Eos is a secure site. with various safety measures in place to ensure the health, safety, and wellbeing of the school community.

All staff members are inducted regarding the site security measures currently in place, and the arrangements that need to be followed.

Ysgol Llwyn yr Eos has a total of 222 pupils   on a split site. Over recent years the school has implemented several improvements to safeguard the community of the whole school (pupils, staff and visitors).  There are a range of various control measures in place which include CCTV,a fob system on all main doors, a full-time business administrator in the reception area of the junior site, robust signing and a visitor identification badge system The school also employs a part time care taker (0.5). Staff are on exit/gate duty in the mornings and at the end of the school day when pupils are released from staff to their parents/guardians
Staff also participate in the supervision of lunch and break times – a timetable of duty is on display.
The school operates a breakfast club facility in the morning from 8.15 am – 8.50am,
The site has clearly defined boundaries which are in a good condition and clear signage instructing visitors which gate/entrance to use, and additionally signposting towards the main reception.  
All fencing is in a good state of repair.  There is no specific guidance in place – stipulating the height of boundary fencing in school, currently, the height is determined by the risk assessment.

The school holds regular fire drills. 

1 Public Right of Way bisects the school site and leads directly between the two school sites All staff and pupils are vigilant of members of the public who may be passing by the school and report any suspicious behaviour to the school management team.

The school have a close relationship with the local PCSO – who frequently visits the school. 
A car parking facility is available for staff members – control measures are in place to ensure the segregation of the vehicles and pupils/pedestrians. Staff members do not move their cars until all pupils have left the school at the end of the school day.

Staff are instructed to challenge all visitors on site who do not display an identity badge, and if necessary, escort them to the main reception for the correct signing in procedures to be followed.

Pupils are also encouraged to report any sightings of members of the public/ visitors etc. to staff.

Signage is used throughout the school, and all visitors are expected to enter via the reception area.

Staff supervise the main entrance at the beginning and end of the school day. Staff supervise yard and buildings during break and lunch times. 
A close working relationship exists between all stakeholders and the school with tight procedures in place to ensure that parents/members of the public do not have the opportunity to interact with school pupils or trespass during the school day.
